 Non-Members are required to purchase a day pass for $3.00 or membership per SJC Parks & Rec rules 

 Class sponsorship $15. Banner display or vendor space $25.  

 Ribbons will be awarded for placings 1-6 for each class.  

 Rider and horse team must place either 1st or 2nd in classes 2-4 to be eligible for Grand and Reserve 

Halter class.  

 Rider and horse team must enter all classes designated for their division to be eligible for Grand and 

Reserve High Point Division awards.  

 Proof of SJCHC membership is required to be eligible for discounted pricings. 

 Proof of current coggins is required at time of arrival. Show staff will require proof before admittance 

to the show grounds.  

 Patterns will be posted show day. 

 Judges’ and show management’s decisions are final. 

 Show management reserves the right to adjust/cancel/combine or otherwise modify classes or 

divisions as they see fit.  

 Show management reserves the right to remove any person from the show premise.  

 Boots must be worn at all times by riders or handlers. 

 A rider may not enter any cantering classes if entered in walk-trot classes, and vice versa.  

 ASTM approved helmets are required for all riders and handlers under the age of 17 by 

Florida Law. Helmets will be available for $25 purchase.  

 The St. Johns County Equestrian Center is an equine drug-free facility. 

 No alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs permitted on show grounds.
